1. PROGRAM DESCRIPTION

1.1 Program. The Programis one of the industry'sfirst collaborativeefforts to define and verify
softwareapplicationsdesignedo run on the JavaMicro Edition (OJavaME20) Platform. In cooperationwith
handsemanufacturerandcarriers,Sunwishesto verify mobile applicationshasedon Javatechnologyin orderto
promoteand increasethe availability of high quality applicationsfor the mobility market. The Programoffers
participantsa non-exclusivdicenseto usethe Verification Logo in connectionwith applicationsthat passcertain
testing specifications under the Unified Testing Criteria and other requirements as set forth in this Agreement.

1.2 Cost And Expenses. Developerwill bearall costs and expensesassociatedvith its
participationin the Program.

2. LICENSE GRANT

2.1 Grant To Developer. Subjectto and conditionedupon: (a) Developer'sapplication
successfullypassingSun'sinitial Pre-Testingthe Unified TestingCriteriaandotherrequirementset forth herein
and(b) Developer'sompliancewith all of thetermsin this Agreement,Sun grantsto Developer,for the Term and
within the Territory, a limited, non-exclusive, non-transferable, royalty-free, revocable licamseth® Verification
Logo and Java Mark isonnectionwith only the marketing,advertising,distribution, sale,and offering for sale of
the Verified Application. Each application submitted for testing requires the execution of an adHitioifét B for
eachapplicationsubmittedby Developer. Developeris grantedno otherright, title, licenseto, or interestin the
Verification Logo and Java Mark for any purpaswd specificallyis grantedno right to sub-licensethe Verification
Logoor JavaMark. This grantdoesnot extendto Developer'subsidiariesaffiliates, suppliers,distributors,dealers,
agentscustomersor otherthird-partyentities.
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2.2 Territory. Sunmay eliminateany jurisdiction from the Territory if it determinesjn its sole
judgmentthatuseor continueduseof the Verification Logo or JavaMark in suchjurisdictionmay subjectSun or a
third partyto legalliability, or may jeopardizeSun'srights in the Verification Logo, JavaMark, or any other Sun
Trademarks in suclurisdiction. In suchevent,within thirty (30) calendardaysof receiptof Notice from Sun, or
suchearlierdateas may be requiredby court or judicial order, Developershall promptly ceaseall use of the
Verification Logo, Java Mark, and any other Sun Trademarks in such jurisdiction.

license, access, referencese, exploit, enforce,practice,or refrain from doing, any of the foregoingwith regardto
any of the Sun Trademarks in any way anywhere in the world for any purpose.

2.4 Amendment/Replacement Trademark. Sunreserveshe right to amendor replacethe
Verification Logo and JavaMark in its solediscretion. Upon Notice from Sun, Developershall ceaseuseof the
prior Verification Logo and/or Java Mark as quickly as reasonably and commercially passiblenectionwith the
Verified Application and all materials associated theratwolreplaceit, at no costto Sun, with a new trademarkor
logo suppliedby Sun.

Developerrepresentsand warrantsthat the application and data
provided by Developer pursuant to the Program: (a) are current and accurate at theligciesafreto Sun, (b) will
be updated promptlto maintainits accuracyand(c) do not infringe any IntellectualPropertyRights of any third
party. This also applies to information provided for authentication purposes relatdi toertificatechangege.g.,
change of company address). This responsildltgliesuntil eitherthe relatedcertificatesexpire,or the Term plus
five (5) years thereafter, whichever comes first.

3.3 Malware or Spyware. Developerrepresentandwarrantsthatto its knowledgeno Malware or
Spywareis, or will be, codedor introducedinto a Verified Application or any applicationsubmittedby Developer
through the Program. Developer agré@promptly notify Sun if Malware or Spywareis discoveredo havebeen

Developershall, at no costto Sun, provideall reasonable
assistance necessary for Sun to: (i) perform Auwtitbensurecompliancewith the requirement®of this Agreement,
including allowance of onsite inspections or supervision of Developer's testing and (ii) prosgsdsto the Verified
Applicationandall written recordsrelating thereto. If, following an Audit or at any other point in time, Sun
determinesdn its sole discretionthat the auditedVerified Application no longer meetsthe requirementof this
Agreement, the applicatioshall be deemecdhot a Verified Application, andthe Developershall promptly ceaseall
use of the Verification Logo and Java Mamkd makeno representatiomimplying or suggestinghat its application
hasotherwisemet the standardset forth in the ProgramDocumentatiorandthis Agreement. An applicationthat
haslost verification statusshall not againbe deemeda Verified Application unlessSun determinesn its sole
discretion that the Verification Requirements have been met.

(© Complaints. During the Term plus one (1) year thereafter,Developershall give
promptNotice to Sunof the substancef any complaintby any customeror other third party that the Verified
Applicationmaynot meettherequirement®f the Programor this Agreement.

3.9 Disclosure Of Information. Developeracknowledgesand agreesthat Sun may discloseor
releaseDeveloper'sapplication testsdata,andresults:(a) to Sun approvedtesting housesand otherthird partiesin
connectionwith this Programand (b) for publicationon the JavaVerified Programwebsitewheresuchsubmitted
applicationcontains,introduces,or causesMalware, Spyware or any other malicious code, instruction, or
operation. Exceptasprovidedherein,Sunwill not, without Developer'sprior approval,publish or discloseto any
third party anytestdata,results,or otherconfidentialinformationwith respectto Developer'sapplicationsubmitted
throughthis Program.

4. PROTECTION OF THE SUN TRADEMARKS

4.1 Sun's Ownership And Rights. Developeragreesthat Sun is the sole owner of the Sun

4.2 Assignment Of Rights. If Developeracquiresany rights in the Verification Logo, Java
Mark, or any SunTrademarksy operationof law or otherwise Developershall,atno expenseo Sun, immediately
assignsuchrights to Sun,alongwith all associatedjoodwill. If suchassignmentcannotbe completedfor any
reasonDeveloperherebyirrevocablygrantsto Sun,and Sunacceptsan exclusive worldwide, perpetual royalty-
free, fully paid-up,transferableand sublicensableight to use the Verification Logo, JavaMark, and/orSun
Trademarks and shall, at Sun's sole discretion, cancel or delete any use, application, or registratarifiédatien
Logo or Java Mark acquired by Developer.

4.3 Further Assurances. Developer agreesdo cooperatevith Sun andtake all reasonablactions
requiredto assistSunto secure protect,and maintain ownershiprights in the Verification Logo and JavaMark
worldwide, including but not limited to giving promptNotice to Sunof anyknown or potentialinfringementof the
Verification Logo and Java Mark afhich Developerbecomesaware,and cooperatingwith Sunin the preparation,
execution, and/or recordation ahy documentsecessaryo registeror otherwiseprotectthe Verification Logo and
JavaMark, and maintainingor terminating,as applicable,such documentsor recordation.

4.4 Enforcing Trademark Rights. Sunmay commenceprosecutepr defendany actionor claim
concerningthe Verification Logo or any other SunTrademarksn its solediscretion. Sunshall havethe right to
control any suchaction,and Developershall cooperatenith Sunand offer all reasonablassistanceegardingany
suchaction, including the satisfactionof proceduralrequirementsiecessaryo bring suchactionin a particular
jurisdiction. SunshallreimburseDeveloperfor the reasonable&ostsassociatedvith providing such assistanceo
Sun,exceptto the extentthatany suchcostsarisefrom Developer'sbreachof this Agreement. Developershall not
commence any action regarding the Verification Logo or other Sun Trademarks without Sun's prior written consent.

and are incorporated herein by reference.
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(©) WhereverDeveloperdisplaysthe Verification Logo, it must also display its own
corporate name or logo, and shall display the Verification Logo and Java Mark: G)z@and style less prominent
than, and separately from any Bfeveloper'sown names,marks, or logos; (i) not in combinationwith any other
name,mark,or logo; and(iii) in suchamannetthatit is clearthatthe Verification Logo and/orJavaMark refer only
to the Verified Applicationand not any other productof the Developeror any third party. Specifically, if the
Verified Application with which the Verification Logo and/or Java Mark is used is bundled with other applications
products that do not meet the Verification Requirements, Developer shall always display the Verificatiand/ogo
JavaMark in sucha mannetrthatit is clear,in Sun'ssole discretion,that the Verification Logo and JavaMark refer
only to the Verified Applicationandnotto any otherapplicationor productin thebundle.

) Developer may also display the Verification Logo and Java Markiangpnnectionwith
and in close proximity to the Verified Application: (i) for tangible application mestieexternalproductpackaging,
on the accompanying documentation, and the media containing the Vapipidation (e.g., disk, CD-ROM, tape,
etc.); (i) for online versionsof the Verified Application: on web pagesfeaturinginformation aboutthe Verified
Application with a link that pointsto <http://www.javaverified.com>and (iii) on tangible marketingmaterials,
including advertisementglirectmailings,point of saledisplays,brochurestradeshow signage datasheetsand user
manuals, all featuring the Verified Application.

5.3 Fair Representation And Damage To Sun's Reputation. Developermay disclosethe
fact of its applicationpassinghe Unified TestingCriteriain its marketingmaterialsandotherwisemaketruthful and
non-misleading statements that describe the Verified Applicatidevelopershall not usethe Verification Logo or
JavaMark in any mannerwhich, in Sun'ssole discretion,is fraudulent,deceptive misleading,malicious, or
inconsistenwith representationsetforth in documentspublishedor suppliedby Sun. Sunreserveghe right to
refuse or revoke licensingf the Verification Logo and JavaMark underthis Agreement;n its sole discretion,for
any applicationthatis likely to diminish or otherwisedamageor dilute Sun'sreputationor goodwill in any Sun
Trademarks, includingyithout limitation, applicationsthat are obscenepornographicor otherwisein poor taste,
excessivelyiolent, harmful, injurious or otherwisecause,introduce,or createMalware or Spyware,or that are
defamatoryunlawful or thatincitesunlawful activity, or violate any personabr propertyrights or otherregulations
and laws.

5.4 Sun's Right To Review Use. Throughoutthe Term, Sun shall havethe right to periodically
review and evaluate for proper use Developer's materials bearing the VerificatioaridignlavaMark. Developer
shall provide all reasonable assistance necessary for Sun to conduct such review and evSluasbiall determine

This
materialwill include,without limitation, a listing of companiesand applicationsthat have met the Unified Testing
Criteria or a descriptionof the Verified Application. DevelopergrantsSuna limited, non-exclusive royalty free
licenseto usethe Verified Applicationin connectionwith the promotionof the Program(e.g.,demonstratiorand
testingto generatgprogramstatistics). Sun shall own all right, title, andinterestin andto all of Sun'smarketing
materials in connection with the Program and the Verified Application.

6.3 In theeventthatthe Verified Application, or any applicationsubmittedby Developerthroughthe
Program,is not meetingthe latestreleaseof the applicableUnified Testing Criteria publishedby Sun at the time
Developersubmitsits applicationfor testingor containsjntroducespr causesMalware or Spyware the application
shallnot be deemeda Verified Application. Wherean applicationhaspassedhe Verification Requirementss set
outin Section3 of the Agreementand subsequentlyt is discoveredthat suchapplicationis not meetingthe latest
releaseof the applicableUnified TestingCriteriapublishedoy Sunatthetime Developersubmittedsuchapplication
for testingor contains,introducesor causedMalware or Spyware the Developershallimmediatelycease refrain,
and retract aluseof suchapplication,including without limitation selling, distributing, or making availablesuch
application.

7. THIRD-PARTY CLAIMS

7.1 Against Developer. In the eventthat Developeror its officers, directors,agentsor employees
receive a claim of trademark infringement based solely on Developer's use of the VerificatiantddgeaMark in
accordance with this Agreement, Sun shall, as Developer's sole and exclusive remedy defend sacid ateBuan's
electioneithersettlethe claim and pay any settlementamountnegotiatecby Sun, or defendthe claim in court and
pay all damages exclusively attributable to such claim awarded by thefinailyt determiningsuchclaim, provided
that Developer(a) immediately,at Sun'srequestceasesise of the Verification Logo and JavaMark; (b) provides
Notice of the claim promptly to Sun;(c) gives Sunsole control of the defenseand settlementof the claim; (d)
provides Sun, at Sun's expense, all available information and reasonable assistance and adtfenidy(&) is not
in breach of this Agreement; and (f) has not compromised or settledlsirchwithout Sun's prior written consent.
THIS SECTION7.1 STATESTHE ENTIRE LIABILITY OF SUNWITH RESPECTTO INFRINGEMENT OF
ANY INTELLECTUAL PROPERTY RIGHTS RELATED TO THE VERIFICATION LOGO ANDAVA MARK.
SUN SHALL HAVE NO OTHER LIABILITY WITH RESPECTTO INFRINGEMENT OF INTELLECTUAL
PROPERTYRIGHTSOFANY THIRD PARTY AS A RESULT OF USE, LICENSE, OR DISTRIBUTION OF
ANY APPLICATION, THE VERIFICATION LOGO, OR JAVA MARK.

7.2 Against Sun. In the eventthat Sun or its subsidiariespfficers, directors,agentsor employees
receivea claim alleging liability on the basisof the developmentmanufacturingdesign, quality, marketing,
advertising, distribution, provision of, export, sale, receipt, or use by any personor entity of the Verified
Application, Developershall defendsuch claim, and at Developer'slection either settle the claim and pay any
settlement amount negotiated by Developer, or defend the claim in court and geapadieexclusivelyattributable
to such claim awarded by the court finally determining stlahm. Sun agreego: (a) providesNotice of the claim
promptly to Developer; (b) gives Developmale control of the defenseand settlementof the claim; (c) providesto
Developer, at Developer's expense, all available information and reasonable assistance and authorityandidfend;
has not compromised or settled such claim without Developer's prior written consent. However, Debalbpet
be obligatedto defendSunon accountof any claim arisingout of trademarkinfringementbasedon its useof the
Verification Logo and JavaMark, exceptto the extentthat such claim arisesout of Developer'sbreachof this
Agreement.
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8. INDEMNITY FOR MALICIOUS PROGRAM

8.1 If Malware or Spyware is discovergéd havebeencoded,introduced,or causedoy Developer,or a
third party on its behalf, Developer shall pay all, costs, expenses, and damages associatedithéneveiientof a
finding of liability by a courtagainstDevelopeifor suchMalware or Spyware. The Indemnified Partiesare entitled
to all costs, expenses, and damages from Developer for the harm caused by the Develoggrarty actingon its
behalf,for Malware or Spywareintroduced,causedor codedin Developer'sverified Application or application
submittedthroughthe Program. FurthermorePevelopershall, at its sole cost and expensejmmediatelyeliminate
the effects of Malware or Spyware, mitigate and restore all losses of operational effmidnngtionality causedby
Malware orSpyware,fully assistin curtailing the spreadof Malware or Spyware,andindemnify, defend,and hold
harmlessSunandits directors,officers, employeesaswell as the IndemnifiedParties,againstall claims, suits,
costs,damagesjudgments attorneyfees, settlementor expensesncurred,claimed, obtained,or sustainedoy an
Indemnified Party or Indemnified Parties arising out of or in connegtitin Malware or Spyware. Developershall
not invoke nor permit any third party to invoke, for any reasonany Malware or Spyware which would havethe
effectof disabling,damagingerasing delaying,disrupting,or otherwiseshutting down all or any portion of an
application platform,handsetptherdevice,or networkat anytime, includinguponexpirationor terminationof this
Agreement. The Indemnified Parties are expressly intended as thircdbpadijciariesonly underthis Section8.1 of
this Agreemenbnly.

8.2 No remedyconferredby any of the specific provisions of this Agreementis intendedto be
exclusive of any other remedy, and each and every remedy shall be cumulative anglishatlditionto everyother
remedy given hereunder or now or hereafter existingvabr in equity or by statuteor otherwise. The electionof
any one or more remedies by either party shall not constitute a waiver of the right to pursue other available remedies.
